BASELINE ASSESSMENT
Pupils listen to sounds,
music and musical
instruments and fill in a
qguestionnaire. They should
identify sounds, genres, and
musical instruments.

Pupils analyse a musical
video and an album cover
using anthropological
terms and making
aesthetical assumptions
regarding style and genre.

Pupils make a live or ppt
presentation about a
meaningful experience they
had related to music.
Attention should be given on
personal evaluation.

In small groups pupils
compose a song with or
without lyrics on a given topic
using musical instruments or/
and musical technology.
